Guidance 2010/2011
Financial aid for college usually comes from 4 different sources: federal government, state government, colleges and universities, and private sources. Students and parents should fill out the FAFSA (www.fafsa.ed.gov) as soon after January 1st of their senior year as is possible to qualify for any governmental aid. Perhaps the largest source of aid outside of the government grants and loans, are the scholarships offered from the individual college or university. Students should be proactive in contacting their intended college to ensure they are aware of and considered for all possible scholarship opportunities at that campus.
The following is a list of private scholarships that students may want to explore. This is by no means an entire list and should not be substituted for a student’s own search for possible scholarships that they may qualify for. Also, the guidance office continues to get scholarships in from local sources that may not be on this list. Seniors should always make a point to check in with the guidance office on a weekly basis for new scholarships. We also announce scholarships, so students should be paying attention to all morning and afternoon announcements.  We have also included a listing of web searches that students can access for a more extensive search.
