Dear Parents,

Each year, schools across New York State nominate students for the state’s Scholarship for Academic Excellence. These nominations must be selected using uniform criteria consistent for all students. This criterion is set forth by state regulations. In addition, the state determines the number of students a school may nominate based upon the school’s enrollment. Cato-Meridian High School is allowed three nominations. 
The following formula (set forth by the state) is used to select our nominees from this year’s graduating class:


The high school shall select their nominee(s) by computing a weighted average of 
the scores on Regents Examinations taken by the student prior to their senior 
year, in all of the following subjects:



Comprehensive English
weighted 3x



Mathematics B

weighted 3x



Global Studies


weighted 1x



US History


weighted 1x



Science (2-4 exams counted)
weight 1x each
Our students’ exam averages are calculated using the above criteria and the highest 3 averages are nominated and submitted to the state. The principal is then notified by the state of any awards to be given.
